Mid Sweden University

Ecotechnology and sustainable development, 120 ECTS

Admission and application details
All applicants must hold a bachelor’s degree that includes at least 45 ECTS (1,5 full semesters) of environmental science or equivalent academic qualifications. Applicants must also have proven proficiency in English language. The program starts on September 3, 2007. 

How to apply

Application can only be made on the on-line application form which can be found on the web-link http://www.miun.se/internationaloffice. Once you are on the page click on the “Free-mover student” on the left hand side of the screen and then on the “Application procedure” to find the form. Make sure that you remember the application number assigned to you and that you use this number in communication with Mid Sweden University. 

Download the “Checklist” from the same web-page, fill it out and attach the documents listed below. Send the documents and the checklist to the address written on the checklist. When your documents reach Mid Sweden University a confirmation e-mail will be sent to you.

For students who are citizens of the EU/EES, the application deadline is 15 April, 2007, and the admission office should receive the rest of the listed items within two additional weeks. There are different application deadlines for the exchange students and for the citizens or permanent residents of Nordic countries.
All applications must contain:

1. proof of English language skills. International applicants whose mother tongue is not English and who have not completed an undergraduate degree in a Nordic country or in a university where English is the language of instruction must include one of the following certificates: IELTS (English Language Testing System) – 6.0 or TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language ) - 550 (paper-based) / 213 (computer-based). 

2. original or officially certified copies of all relevant transcripts;

3. authorized translations of diplomas and transcripts which are originally in a language other than the Scandinavian languages or English;

4. a copy of your passport;

5. an up-to-date curriculum vitae; 

6. a short letter (2-3 pages, typed double-spaced, font size 12) explaining why you wish to study Ecotechnology and Sustainable development at Mid Sweden University, any relevant background, education, experience or involvement in the field, and in addition, how this fits in with your personal interest in the program. 

7. an original letter of recommendation from a qualified individual familiar with your previous experiences. The letter must be received in a sealed envelope with the individual's signature on the sealed flap. Photocopies can not be accepted.

Please note

All copies must be certified and the documents must reach Mid Sweden University before the application deadline. Applications sent by fax or e-mail will not be processed. 

Documents with a checklist that cannot be matched to an application made online will not be processed.  Applications without the correct documentation will not be processed.
